Teacher Induction:

54 hours, PreK-12, Year long course

The Essential Elements of Instruction are just that, ESSENTIAL! It is time to 
refine your skills and remind yourself why you became a teacher… to 

engage students in the love of learning. This workshop focuses on 
foundational instructional skills such as classroom management, 

procedures and routines, determining an instructional starting point so all 
students experience success, and utilizing the principles of learning in 

order to increase student attention. Also covered is monitoring student 
progress, adjusting instruction, designing specific learning objectives and 

techniques for self-analysis. This course includes follow-up observations and 
mentoring throughout the school year to guide  you in implementing your 

new skills. EEI is offered as a 6-day course: 3 days in the summer and 3 
days throughout the school year.
